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   During the month of January we will continue learning the sounds that letters make.  It is important that you practice these sounds with your child so that they are ready to start putting words together.  We will also continue using Tucker Sign Language to help the children remember the sounds.  Ask your child each day what letter they are working on and to show you what the sign is for that letter.


What can I do at home to help my child with reading?


   Each month we are sending home 3 paper books with your child’s homework.  They should be able to read this book to you with little to no help.  Take the time to sit down and listen to what your child can do.


   Continue to work on letter naming and sound recognition with flash cards (letters Aa to Zz) to help build fluency in these skill areas.


  Remember to complete homework nightly.
