In Language Arts, we are working on compound words, contractions, verbs, nouns, adjectives, and syllables. We are working on the sounds of vowel pairs such as /ou/ and /ow/ in the words shout and shower and the sounds /ai/ and /ay/ as in the words rain and day. We are also working on suffixes –s, -es, -ies, -ing, and –ed. We will continue to work on these skills throughout the rest of the school year. 

Math

In Math, we are working on Fact Families, measuring to the nearest centimeter, place value, name collection boxes, and “What’s my Rule?”. We will soon be working on counting money with quarters, five minute intervals on the clock, and 3-demensional shapes.
